Procedures
· Ensure that the existence of the nursery and pre-school is widely known in all sections of the community.  We will place notices advertising the nursery and pre-school in places where all can see them, in more than one language if appropriate.
· Keep a place vacant, if this is financially viable, in order to accommodate emergency admissions.

· We describe our setting and its practices in terms of how it enables children and/or parents with disabilities to take part in the life of the setting.

· Describe the pre-school and its practices in terms which make it clear that it welcomes both fathers’ and mothers, other relations and other carers, including child minders.

· We describe our setting and its practices in terms of how it treats each child and their family, having regard to their needs arising from their gender, special educational needs, disabilities, social background, religion, ethnicity or from English being a newly acquired additional language.
· Make our equal opportunities policy widely known. (see our equal opportunities policy).
· Where possible we are flexible about days and times of attendance so as to accommodate the needs of individual children and families, providing these do not disrupt the pattern of continuity in the setting that provides stability for all the children.
·  We have a minimum requirement of two 2 hour sessions or one school day per week. 
· An application fee of £35 is payable at the time of registering your child with the setting. £30 of this is refunded upon commencement.
· Our policy may take into account siblings already attending the setting 
· Continue to consult local parents to ensure that the group goes on meeting the changing needs of the local community.
